Week 8:  The basilica continues to provide the model for the development of Christian architecture in Europe. Know the parts of a basilica and how they change from Roman times to the Romanesque and Gothic periods.

Nave, ambulatory, transept, crossing, narthex, portal, choir, apse, clerestory
Romanesque architecture: buttress, Norman, Norman arch, gargoyle, grotesque, barrel vault, groin vault, reliquary, tympanum, trumeau, cloister, monastery, abbey
Gothic architecture: flying buttress, ribbed vault, pointed arch, finial, cathedral, choir, stained glass, rose window
Other terms: Great Chain of Being, stained glass, crypt, reliquary, fibula, Cloisonné, cupola
In addition to specific terms, be able to recognize regional characteristics of Gothic churches. You should also understand the role of technology in the evolution of the cathedral, know which innovations Abbot Suger used to improve St. Denis, and be aware of the problems presented by the desire to make bigger, taller, more impressive cathedrals.
